What to do:

I. Have an adult microwave 2% cups of water to the
boiling point.

While the water is heating, mix | cup of cornstarch

with 3 cup of cold water in a large plastic jar.

Carefully, remove the hot water from the microwave.
Add the cornstarch mixture to the hot water. Stir
constantly until the consistency is like clay.

After the dough cools, shape it into

all 26 letters of the alphabet. Let
