One of the most common mistakes that people make is to use the present perfoul
when they should use the past simple, and the past simple when they should use tha
present perfect. Look at pages 21, 25 and 29 to see what the differences are.

You use the past simple to talk about finished actions in the past, often with &
time expression, e.g. yesterday, last week, in June, in 2001, five years ago, el¢
Jean-Marie lived in Paris all his life. | saw him last Monday.

You make the past simple positive form of regular verbs with the base form of
the verb + ed. The form is the same for all persons.
| walked. She walked. They walked.

Some common verbs have irregular past simple forms (see list on page 88)

The difference between the present perfect and the past simple causes problems for
many people. This is perhaps because there are several uses of the present perfect
and some of these uses are similar to the use of the past simple. In this book you
will find three tests on the present perfect and past simple. Each one deals with a
different use of the present perfect. They're organized like this:
Present perfect or past simple? (1) is about using the present perfect for general
experience.
Present perfect or past simple? (2) is about using the present perfect for recent
events,
Present perfect or past simple? (3) is about using the present perfect for things
that are still happening now.

Unlike many other languages, English doesn’t have a future tense. Instead it uses
going to, will/won’t and the present tenses. Sometimes it's difficult to know which
structure to use, and often there is more than one acceptable form. This book gives
guidelines to help you avoid mistakes where only one structure is possible. Thare
are three tests on the future. They're divided like this:
The future (1) is about using going to and will/won't when you‘re making
predictions about the future and giving or asking for information about facts in
the future.
The future (2) is about using going to and will/won't when you’re making
decisions about the future.
The future (3) is about using going to and the present continuous when you're
making plans for the future.

* You use going toto make a prediction about the future. You make the
prediction because of something you know or something you can see now.
That woman is pregnant. She's going to have a baby.

(1 can see she is pregnant now.)
Look at that wonderful blue sky! It's going to be a nice day.

You use will (‘ll) and won't to talk about things that you know about the future,
or to ask questions about the future.

(This is a fact about the future. | know I'll be twenty-seven. |'m twenty-six now,)

In English there are two ways of talking about plans you've made. You can use
going to or you can use the present continuous. The choice you make depends
mostly on how certain the plan is. Here are some guidelines to help you choose.

= You use going to to talk about general plans you’ve made for the future. Some
books call these plans ‘intentions’. Often you don't say exactly when your plans
will happen.
He’s going to take up swimming.
(He's decided to take up swimming sometime soon.)
We're going to visit our friends.
(That's our plan. Maybe we haven’t decided when we're going.)

« You use the present continuous to talk about fixed plans and arrangements
you've made for the future.

You can divide conditional sentences, sometimes called if sentences, into several
different categories. Many people call these zero, first, second, third and mixed
conditionals. They all have different uses (see page 61 and Test it, Fix it: English
Verbs and Tenses Intermediate page 37).

The first conditional is common when you talk about real future passibilities;
things that are likely to happen.

If I go to Barcelona, ...

(It's possible that I'll go. I’'m planning to go to Spain on holiday.)
