3.1 Up in a balloon

An aircraft is a machine that can fly through the air.
What was the first aircraft? How did it fly? Who
invented it?

A good ideal!

Two brothers from France, Joseph and
Etienne Montgolfier, had a good idea.
They noticed that hot air rises. They
wanted to use hot air to send a balloon
up into the sky. They wanted to fly.

Animals in a balloon

The brothers made a large
balloon from paper and
cloth. They lit a fire under
the balloon to make the air
inside it hot. They put a
duck, a rooster and a sheep
in a basket. They attached
the basket to the balloon.

In September 1793,
hundreds of people
watched the hot air balloon
rise up into the skuy.

The good idea had worked.




Flying with people

The brothers now wanted to test their
aircraft by flying it with people as
passengers. On 21 November 1783,
they asked two men to fly in their
balloon.The two men flew over the city
of Paris. They flew for 25 minutes and
travelled 10 kilometres.

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3.4 The Space Age

An astronaut is a person who travels into space.
Who were the first astronauts? Where were they from?
When did their journey into space begin?

What was the first space machine?
In October 1957, a machine called
Sputnik was sent into space.
Sputnik was a metal ball about the
size of a beach ball. It had four
transmitters that sent messages
back to Earth. A machine that
orbits Earth is called a satellite - Y /
Sputnik was the first satellite. Sputnik orbited the Earth for

22 days.
A dog called Laika

In November 1957, a dog called
Laika was sent into space for
seven days. Laika proved that
animals could stay alive in space.

3.5 Reaching the moon

The moon is 384400 kilometres away from Earth.
How did astronauts reach the moon? When was the
first moon landing? Who was the first person to
walk on the moon?

On 16 July 1969, a US spacecraft
called Apollo 11 went into space.
Three astronauts were on board:
Neil Armstrong, Edwin Aldrin and
Michael Collins.

The journey to the moon took
five days. The astronauts ate
food from plastic packets and
they slept in sleeping bags.
The sleeping bags were tied

On 21 July 1969, Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin
landed on the moon. Michael Collins stayed in
Apollo 11.
