In Spanish, if a noun ends in a vowel it generally takes —s in the plural (casa > casas). If it
ends in a consonant (including y) it generally takes —es in the plural (reloj > relojes). If it

doesn’t follow these rules, then the plural will be given in the text.

Although most masculine nouns take “el” and most feminine nouns take “la”, you will find
a few nouns grouped under feminine words which take “el” (el agua water; el arca chest; el

aula classroom) because they are actually feminine.
